Who’s Covered?

The policyholder and anyone operating the vessel with his/her consent except employees of yacht clubs,
marinas, Tepairers or boat sales agencies acting in the course of their employment.

Safety Training Discount

Credit available for most CPS or CYA courses and claims free experience on vessel type.

Insured Perils

All Risk, Agreed Value (no depreciation) coverage on the hull, machinery and equipment. Minimal
exclusions apply such as wear and tear, freezing, wrongful conversion and loss of use.

Personal Effects Coverage
There is $1,000 actual cash value coverage for personal effects included. Provides coverage for items
temporarily aboard — clothing, portable CD player , cameras etc.

Territorial Limits & Operating Season

Covered while operating between April 1 and November 30 in the Great Lakes and tributaries including the
St Lawrence River, not below Quebec City, the Hudson River not below Tarrytown, New York and the
infand waters of Canada. Coverage remains in effects if laid up over the winter,

Claims Settlements

Claims paid on a new for old (no depreciation) basis (Canvas / plastic covers, trailers, and personal effects
are depreciated). All of our claims are handled in-house recognizing the short boating season and the need
for prompt service. On a total loss, the boat is replaced with a new one (if available) or you receive the
amount it is insured for, whichever is less.

Deductible
The deductible on physical damage losses is 1% of insured value, power boats have 2% deductible for
machinery below the waterline. Minimum hulf deductible is $250 . Minimum deductible of $500 applies

to machinery below the water. Deductible 1% above and below waterline for boats insured for $150,000
or greater.

Liability Coverage
In response to changes in The Canada Shipping Act, Third party liability coverage included at
$2,000,000.00. Lower limit of $1,000,000.00 available on request.

Family Protective Clause and Medical pavment

Coverage included up to $10,000 for loss of life of family member due to stranding, sinking, burning or
collision. Coverage of $5000 included for accidental injuries that happen on board.
